TOWNSEND AND OTHERS  - MATRIX OF DEATHS, BIRTHS AND MARRIAGES.

MAIN SOURCE IS THE CARDEX OF Des Townsend, mainly taken from original sources, and mormon (CLDS) records on fiche rolls.

Note: Holtom and Holton seem interchangeable

Note: pre 1840, the Parish of Derry Hill did not exist.  See entry of 1840

Black dog hill is mentioned as an address.  Cannot find it on a map.  Dad reckons that this was between Studley and Calne.  He reckons that there was a railway station there.  There is a long building shown south of the railway crossing on current maps.  This ties up with another idea of Dad’s that Bowood had its own railway station as a result of  an agreement between GWR and Lord Lansdowne (?), largest landowner in the area.

Clack is now Bradenstoke, near Lyneham.

Lacock is also spelled Laycock on the DFT cards and also on the table below.  This does NOT always reflect the spelling on the original document, but is frequently a phonetic spelling error by NT when the records were read out and written onto the cards.

In most cases I have  taken their age and identified their approx year of birth (+/- one year) and made a second entry showing their approx date of birth in order to see if we have a record of a person born that year with the same name. However, there are a number of entries which are in red.  I  have NOT taken their approx birth date forward into the matrix.

On 1 October 1857 he was walking 10 miles to Devizes Regtl No 134 (Townshend)  The Wilts Militia was embodied again in 1857 due to Indian Mutiny from 1857 to 1860.  It served in Aldershot, Gosport and Dover)
Death entry 8 June 1862 of Anne Townsend. Her husband was shown as railway worker at that time..  railway spur Chippenham to Calne finished in 1863 and almost passed through Studly and Stanly.

See comments down below ref the Dolman references on back of photos.

Also, Bremhill school logbook  1863 -1891 WSRO ref F8/500/37/1/6/1 shows 19 June 1865 a George Dolman leaving school to go to work.

DFT memory states that Ann Townsend(nee britten/Brittain) lived in Pewsham after he ran away and was living there when she died and was buried in Derry Hill.

Note that part of Pewsham parish formed part of Derry Hill when it was formed.  Pewsham at the bottom of the hill from Studley.
